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ED SCHERBEY: It was just like a big bad dream, I'll tell you. There was blood on the doorframe. There
was blood on the door. There was a blood splatter on the bottom of the stairs, and the blood didn't
drip. The blood poured out like Niagara Falls, like two gallons of blood across the living room floor. |
mean, how do you explain that?

NARRATION: IT'S THE END OF A HOT MONDAY AFTERNOON IN CHILLIWACK, BRITISH COLUMBIA,
WHEN ED AND GLADYS SCHERBEY REALIZE THEY'VE GONE ALL WEEKEND WITHOUT SPEAKING TO
THEIR 38-YEAR-OLD SON COREY. AFTER TRYING TO REACH HIM ON THE PHONE, THEY DECIDE TO STOP
BY HIS HOUSE. THERE'S NO ANSWER AT THE DOOR, SO GLADYS LETS HERSELF IN WITH A KEY SHE
KEEPS FOR EMERGENCIES. ED WAITS OUTSIDE IN THEIR TRUCK, AND WITHIN MINUTES, HE HEARS A
PIERCING, BLOODCURDLING SCREAM AS HIS WIFE MAKES A TERRIFYING DISCOVERY.

I'M STEVE FRENCH, AND THIS IS UNSOLVED MYSTERIES: “BODY OF EVIDENCE.”

AUGUST 22,2011 IS A DATE SEARED INTO ED SCHERBEY'S MEMORY. IT STARTS WITH THE REALIZATION
THAT HE AND HIS WIFE, GLADYS, HAVEN'T HEARD FROM THEIR SON COREY FOR THREE DAYS.

ED SCHERBEY: She called him and there's no answer. | said, “Well. Let's go and check it out, see what's
doing, what's happening there.” We got there. The truck was parked. So, Gladys went into the house
just to check that he was okay, and uh, sort of thing. And that woman started screaming. So, | ran into
the house and got at the top of the stairs, and she was standing in front of him, screaming and... holy
smokes.

NARRATION: COREY IS KNEELING ON THE FLOOR, FACE DOWN IN THE COUCH, HIS HEAD WEDGED
BETWEEN THE SEAT CUSHIONS. HIS BODY, LIFELESS.

VALERIE STOREY: She could just see the top of his head, and then she gently went behind him, put her
arms underneath his armpits, and pulled him back and laid him on the floor.

NARRATION: VALERIE STOREY IS COREY'S AUNT AND GODMOTHER.

VALERIE STOREY: The details of what she saw was not very pleasant. She didn't recognize who it was as
she laid this body down. She just could see all this pool of blood, you know, all over on the couch.
Gladys ended up collapsing and the ambulance was called and they had to take her to the hospital,
because it was just so horrific what she had experienced.



NARRATION: GLADYS SCHERBEY LATER DESCRIBES WHAT SHE SAW TO JOURNALIST AND EDITOR, PAUL
HENDERSON, WHO COVERED THE CASE FOR THE LOCAL NEWSPAPER, THE CHILLIWACK PROGRESS.

PAUL HENDERSON: She said his eyelids were white. His face was white. His nose was blue, and there
was no hair on the top of his head. And she said his ears actually even seemed to be missing. It was a
horrific scene that, two years after it happened Gladys recounted to me in tears, and every year since
then, when we've talked, she talks about it as if it was yesterday. So, it was a pretty gruesome scene.

VALERIE STOREY: Corey, at the time of his death, was 38 years old. He was a logger, which is really
tough job if you're up and down the mountain constantly. And, one slip of a tiny error and it can kill
yourself or other, uh, workers. So, it's a huge responsibility and a tough job. He was physically fit, and
he was a very good-looking man. He was about five foot nine or 10, about 180 pounds with solid
muscle. He always had this infectious smile, and he was always upbeat. He loved life. He was always
cheery. | never saw Corey ever in a bad mood. Ever. He was that kind of person. He was very positive.

NARRATION: AFTER RECEIVING A FRANTIC 911 CALL, POLICE ARRIVE AT COREY'S HOME TO FIND HIS
BODY ON THE FLOOR WHERE GLADYS LEFT HIM. THE RCMP, OR ROYAL CANADIAN MOUNTED POLICE,
IS THE AGENCY CHARGED WITH THE INVESTIGATION.

PAUL HENDERSON: The initial investigating officer found no signs of trauma to the body, no sign of a
struggle, no signs that that he was stabbed or shot and no signs of forced entry.

NARRATION: A HALF GLASS OF BEER ON A TABLE AND SOME EVIDENCE OF POSSIBLE DRUG USE IN THE
HOME LEAD INVESTIGATORS TO A RAPID CONCLUSION.

VALERIE STOREY: There was the needles in the garbage can, just sitting right on top. And then they,
supposedly, the police had found a black baggie in the toilet with tin foil, that they said is definitely
things that drug users use.

NARRATION: COREY'S DEATH IS CHALKED UP TO A DRUG AND ALCOHOL OVERDOSE, SOMETHING ALL
TOO FAMILIAR IN THIS GROWING CANADIAN TOWN.

PAUL HENDERSON: The city of Chilliwack is about 100 kilometers to the east of Vancouver, which is
obviously the main city in British Columbia. It's considered a rural community. It's an agricultural
community. But the population is growing. It's the fastest growing city in BC. There's about 100,000
people here. The drug situation in Chilliwack is like lot of other communities. We’re in the middle of an
opioid crisis, for sure, the way that all of Canada and probably most of the world is. There is a lot of



cocaine. Some of the main gangs here involved in the cocaine trade in the Fraser Valley, centered in
Chilliwack.

NARRATION: COREY’S AUTOPSY APPEARS TO CONFIRM THE OVERDOSE THEORY, THAT A
COMBINATION OF COCAINE AND ALCOHOL INTOXICATION CAUSED HIS DEATH. THE MEDICAL
EXAMINER LABELS IT AN ACCIDENT, AND POLICE CLOSE THE CASE. BUT COREY'S PARENTS, ED AND
GLADYS, ARE CONVINCED THERE'S BEEN A RUSH TO JUDGMENT.

ED SCHERBEY: We walk into the police station and they said, “The file’s closed,” and they more or less
showed us the door. What kind of police force is that? No time of death, no explanation. And all they
do is talk about drugs. Drugs, drugs, drugs.

VALERIE STOREY: Their conclusion that this is the only thing that could have happened to him, how
much is that really facts, because of the condition of the decomposition of the body? What was
missed? What couldn't they see?

JEREMY MADDOCK: The police had gone from initially putting police tape around the place, treating it
as a suspicious death, and then by a couple of days afterwards, cleared everything out and were telling
the family absolutely nothing. And they were very concerned about that.

NARRATION: JEREMY MADDOCK IS A LEGAL CONSULTANT HIRED BY ED AND GLADYS TO INVESTIGATE
COREY'S DEATH.

JEREMY MADDOCK: | was working for a lawyer retained by the Scherbey family. They were in,
obviously grief stricken, it was shortly after their son had died. And they felt that they were not getting
adequate attention or information from the police.

NARRATION: AFTER REVIEWING THE POLICE REPORT, MADDOCK DISCOVERS SEVERAL ITEMS THAT
SEEMED TO CONTRADICT THE OFFICIAL FINDINGS.

JEREMY MADDOCK: There was no sign that he had been drinking excessively in the time leading up to
his death. As for drug paraphernalia, there was a bag, a Ziploc bag, that the police speculated may have
contained drugs, but it was never tested or looked at for what it might have contained. And that was
found in another portion of the floor. It was not in the vicinity of the body. | believe it was in the
bathroom. There are also two used needles found in a garbage can, empty used needles, and it's
significant in the autopsy report, there was no needle marks found on the body. So, whoever used
those needles, it wasn't Corey Scherbey.



NARRATION: BASED ON THEIR ASSUMPTION THAT COREY’S DEATH WAS JUST A TRAGIC ACCIDENT, THE
RCMP DECIDED NOT TO TEST THE NEEDLES FOR DNA AND NEVER DETERMINED THE SUBSTANCE THAT
WAS IN THEM. BUT THAT WASN'T THE ONLY EVIDENCE THAT WAS IGNORED. AUTHORITIES FAILED TO
CONSIDER THE STRANGE POSITION OF COREY’S BODY WHEN HE WAS FOUND BY HIS MOTHER.

JEREMY MADDOCK: Gladys found the body initially. It was not a natural resting position by any stretch
of the imagination. He was bent sharply at the waist, face down in the leather couch, his face pushed
far down between two couch cushions to the point where only the very back of his head was visible.

VALERIE STOREY: He was kneeling at the end of his sofa, face down with arms on either side of his
body. It was almost like it was staged or positioned. It wasn't a natural way of collapsing or falling from
people or experts we talked about when somebody gets ill and they fall. This was not a common way
for somebody to fall after something traumatic happened.

NARRATION: AND THEN, THERE WAS THE PUZZLING BLOOD EVIDENCE THAT WAS FOUND AROUND
COREY’S BODY.

VALERIE STOREY: With the blood and everything that drained from there that went right through the
couch, underneath the couch, on his shag carpet by his couch. It was a width of about, you know, with
it swirling in and out, about seven feet wide by seventeen feet long.

JEREMY MADDOCK: There was a large pool of blood. In fact, it was said by the authorities, probably
most of Corey Scherbey's blood had left his body and was on the floor, along with decomposition fluid
and a mix of blood and decomposition fluid.

PAUL HENDERSON: One review of the case that was done concluded that it was, in quotes here, “not
an unusual amount of bodily fluids in relation to a body well into the process of decomposing.”

ED SCHERBEY: The blood didn't drip, the blood poured out like Niagara Falls, like, two gallons of blood
across the living room floor. And oh, there's blood splatter above the ceiling where Corey's rocking
chair is. | mean, how do you explain that?

NARRATION: DECOMPOSITION COULD NOT EXPLAIN TRACES OF BLOOD THAT ED AND GLADYS
NOTICED THROUGHOUT THE HOME.

JEREMY MADDOCK: There was some reddish residue in the bathroom, in the bathtub, which appeared
that it could be blood related. The police said it looked more like soap scum to them. And again, they
didn't test it or look at it or determine for certain what it was. There were smudges of blood on some



of the door frames. In particular, the door frame to the stairs, the stairs down to the front entrance of
the house, as if somebody had blood on their hand and, and was leaning up against the doorframe. But
that wasn't really tested or followed up on. There is evidence in the photographs of some blood on the
air conditioner next to the couch. But it's, again, very difficult to know how these substances got there
when they were never really analyzed.

VALERIE STOREY: The police said the blood splatter was from the decomposition of his body, and the
flies were landing on the fluid or the blood and then would fly it around and they would land in other

areas.

PAUL HENDERSON: One would think that they, if there was blood splattered on the ceiling, or on the
air conditioner, that there would have been more of an investigation into that. There wasn't and again,
this is what bothers the Scherbeys, and this is what makes it confusing. And again, it raises this
somewhat suspicion that makes the Scherbeys very upset and just begs the question: Where was the
blood found exactly, and how much was there, and how did it get there?

NARRATION: THE MOST DISTURBING BLOOD EVIDENCE THAT ED AND GLADYS FOUND WERE
FOOTPRINTS THAT LED FROM COREY’S BODY TO VARIOUS ROOMS IN THE HOUSE. IT WOULD HAVE
TAKEN A COUPLE OF DAYS FOR ALL THE BLOOD AND FLUIDS TO ACCUMULATE ON THE FLOOR AROUND
THE BODY, AND BY THE TIME COREY WAS FOUND, THAT BLOOD SHOULD HAVE DRIED. COULD
SOMEONE HAVE BEEN IN THE HOUSE AFTER COREY WAS DEAD?

ED SCHERBEY: You could just stand in the hallway, there's three sets of footprints down the hallway,
down the stairs, and there's footprints going to the patio door. | mean, how do you explain that?

VALERIE STOREY: It wasn't just one set of footprints. There was a second one. One was about a size
seven, we figured, by measurements. And the other one was about an eight and a half, nine, but they
were heading to the bathroom from the hallway, from the dining room and living room/dining room
area, headed down to the hallway to the bedrooms. And then, all sudden they were taking a right turn
to the master bedroom, and all of a sudden, they disappeared.

JEREMY MADDOCK: There was also some footprints in blood around other parts of the house, for
example, going towards the kitchen, which is where the needles were found in the garbage can, and
going towards the bathroom, which was across on the other end of the house. The footprints appeared
to be multiple sizes and multiple types of footwear.

NARRATION: THE POLICE SUGGESTED THAT THE BLOODY BARE FOOTPRINTS COULD HAVE BEEN MADE
BY GLADYS WHEN SHE ENTERED THE HOUSE, BUT SHE NEVER REMOVED HER SHOES AND WAS ONLY IN



THE ROOM WHERE COREY’S BODY WAS FOUND. BECAUSE THE RCMP DIDN’T SUSPECT FOUL PLAY,
THEY NEVER ANALYZED THE FOOTPRINTS. BUT THE MOST CURIOUS PIECE OF EVIDENCE THAT WAS
NOT COLLECTED BY INVESTIGATORS IS ALSO THE MOST COMPELLING PROOF THAT SOMEONE ELSE
WAS LIKELY INVOLVED IN COREY'S DEATH.

JEREMY MADDOCK: There was a piece of clothing, a denim jacket, over his face and soaked in blood
and bodily fluids. There was another white jacket on the floor, which also had evidence of blood and
fluids splattered on it, and the family recognized neither of these pieces of clothing. Neither of them
appeared to be Corey's clothing and, in fact, they appear to be women's jackets.

ED SCHERBEY: Something was going on. | mean, jackets left behind. Did these people leave in a hurry?

NARRATION: LIKE ALL THE OTHER EVIDENCE AT THE HOUSE, INVESTIGATORS DON’T REQUEST THAT
THE JACKETS BE TESTED FOR DNA. THE CASE IS CLOSED. THE CRIME SCENE TAPE IS REMOVED, AND ED
AND GLADYS ARE LEFT TO CLEAN UP. IT'S A GRISLY TASK AND WHAT THEY FIND IS BEYOND
DISTURBING.

PAUL HENDERSON: Regarding the crime scene after the investigation was taken care of, it was really a
mess. It was disgusting. What is also extra unusual and, to be generous, that were at best unfortunate,
part of his scalp was left behind. His scalp was still on the floor. Gladys found it when they went back to
the house again. Showed me a photograph of it, which was not nice to see.

NARRATION: NO ONE KNOWS HOW COREY’S SCALP WAS LEFT BEHIND WHEN THE CORONER
REMOVED HIS BODY. BUT THERE IS A POSSIBLE EXPLANATION FOR HOW IT GOT SEPARATED FROM
COREY'S HEAD.

PAUL HENDERSON: Skin comes off after a certain level of decomposition. Um, you can see, in some of
the crime scene photos, you can see the skin out of the back is sliding off almost. The skin just starts to,
to do that at a certain point of decomposition. Given all the other questions in this case, it didn't help
dampen down any suspicions that the Scherbey's had that something bad happened because it just
looked like such a horrific mess after the fact.

NARRATION: COREY'S AUTOPSY DOES NOT PROVIDE AN EXACT TIME OF DEATH. HIS BODY WAS
DISCOVERED ON MONDAY AFTERNOON, AUGUST 22. BASED ON THE ADVANCED DECOMPOSITION,
AND THE LAST TIME SOMEONE SAW COREY ALIVE, POLICE BELIEVE HE DIED BETWEEN LATE FRIDAY
NIGHT, AUGUST 19, AND SATURDAY, AUGUST 20. ED LAST VISITED HIS SON ON THAT FRIDAY EVENING,
AND THAT'S WHEN HE SAW A STRANGE WOMAN IN COREY'S HOUSE.



ED SCHERBEY: | rang the doorbell, and the door was open and | said, “Hey Corey, | hope you made
supper for you. | got you a couple of hamburgers,” and up the stairwell | go up and, on the top of the
stairs, and there's a strange girl stays there. “Here | am.” | said, “Oh, Corey. I'm sorry. You had
company.” And he didn't say anything. He was kind of blushing and, he put the hamburgers on the
bottom of the stairs. | said, “Well, keep the door locked.” Yeah, yeah, yeah, same old thing, you know.
And that was Friday night. And | told Gladys. | says, “There's a strange girl there." | says, “She looks a
little bit kind of spooky. Maybe we should go, go and find out who she is.” “Ah,” she says, “It's quarter
to 10. Why bother him?” You know?

NARRATION: THAT WOMAN HAS NEVER BEEN IDENTIFIED. BUT COREY WAS DATING A DIFFERENT
WOMAN AT THE TIME, WHO CLAIMS SHE DID NOT SEE HIM THAT AUGUST WEEKEND.

VALERIE STOREY: He had a girlfriend for about 10 years. She was very likable, very pretty. She was very
possessive, very controlling when it came to Corey. But he loved her, and that was obvious. He could
not let go of her, even at the rocky times when they're arguing and that, he said, “I love her.” And she
said she loved him. Friday evening, when Corey was still alive, she had talked to him and they were to
have lunch on Saturday. In the past, if they had a luncheon date and he didn't show up, all heck broke
loose. And it was, when we got the records and |, of the cell phone, and I'm looking, she had not tried
reaching out, “Where are you? | thought we're having a lunch date,” and nothing. And then all of a
sudden, a record shows she phone around eight o'clock that Monday night. And | knew that was
terribly out of character from their relationship. Because if he didn't show up, she tried to phone him,
or she would go over and try and figure out what, why? And of course, at that time, we started
wondering, well, did she go over? Did she see something? |, it just — we're just baffled by it. She came
up with a comment that Corey and her had this arrangement. They'd make plans. They'd go for lunch
or this and that. But if one didn't show up, it didn't matter. We just went on with our daily routines and
made other plans elsewhere. That was never the case in, like | say, 10 years or more in their
relationship. Never. At his funeral, his girlfriend was just hysterically crying and shaking and trembling.
And that was the first | saw of her since Corey's death. | just found that really unusual. I've been to
many funerals and saw people grieve but | never saw anybody that was acting like his girlfriend was. It
was almost like she was shaking so hard, like out of being scared, or fear.

JEREMY MADDOCK: His girlfriend did tell the police that he had been beaten up in the past by people
who might have had some bad connections. She didn't know who they were. She speculated that they
might have been in a gang, but she didn't seem to have very much information about that. The
Scherbeys, with their private investigator, dug up some evidence that Corey had been investing in a
real estate project and had lent out a substantial amount of money and the day of his death, on Friday
earlier in the day, Edward had spoken to Corey and Corey had said that he was having some kind of
disagreement about a real estate deal, but didn't really give him any details. Corey’s girlfriend at the



time did give statements to the police. She said, at the time shortly after his death, that she was
shocked by his death. She clearly seemed to believe that it was something more than just an accident.
She didn't know him to be using drugs in the days leading up to his death. She did say that she spoke to
him on the phone every day, and she never noticed him being intoxicated or going down a road of
extreme drug abuse.

NARRATION: COREY'S GIRLFRIEND IS UNABLE TO SHED ANY LIGHT ON COREY'S FINANCIAL DEALINGS
OR ANY GANG CONTACTS HE MAY HAVE HAD. BUT A WOMAN NAMED TAMMY INSISTS THE
GIRLFRIEND IS THE KEY TO THE CASE.

VALERIE STOREY: Tammy was a girl that Corey knew right from elementary school. He’d known her all
her life, and she lived not far from Ed and Gladys. And when Corey died, she came a few times, late
hours. | guess she was upset, and she was telling them that somebody murdered Corey. She says, “and
his girlfriend knows about it. She knows about it, or she's responsible.” And | said, “Well, what are you
talking about?” And she says, “l know.” She says, “I'm so mad at her and I'm so angry.” And she started
saying more. She says, “If | had a pitchfork, and | would stab her.” And | said, “Well Tammy, that's being
pretty dramatic.” She says, "No, she knows or she's responsible.” And | says, “I don't know what to say
about this.” And she says, “Another thing, I'm telling you, if they knew | was talking to you, I'd be next.”
This was in September, when she told me this. And a few months later, February, she was dead. Found
dead on her floor.

ED SCHERBEY: And | says, “Well, what did she die from? How’d she die?” She said, “She was, uh, cut
her finger and she got blood poisoning.” | says, “What?” And that's what that was left at. That she died
from blood poisoning or something. It was kind of hard to believe.

NARRATION: ONE OF THE MOST REVEALING EYEWITNESS ACCOUNTS IN THE CASE COMES FROM THE
LAST PERSON WHO CLAIMS HE SAW COREY THE NIGHT THAT HE DIED, AND HE COULD HAVE BEEN THE
LAST PERSON TO SEE COREY ALIVE. IT'S A TAXI DRIVER WHO PICKED UP A FARE AT COREY’S HOME
THAT FRIDAY NIGHT, AFTER ED HAD STOPPED BY WITH HAMBURGERS.

JEREMY MADDOCK: The taxi driver received a call from Corey Scherbey's residence to pick up a
passenger around, shortly before 10 o'clock on the Friday night. So, this would have been probably just
a few minutes after Edward was there. The taxi driver observed a male and a female coming out of the
residence. He didn't know either of them. He was unable to identify either of them. He drove them to
downtown Chilliwack, what | believe was described as “not the best neighborhood,” where the male
asked him to stop, but stay on call because he was, he would need a ride back. Got out of the vehicle.
The female departed. And then the male got back into the taxi with a second female, who, again, the
taxi driver did not know or recognize. And the two of them asked for a ride back to Corey Scherbey's



residence, where he left them off. This whole encounter took a few minutes, is my understanding. And
again, it's really not clear whether the male was Corey Scherbey. Although the taxi driver did say that
he may have had something different about his voice.

JEREMY MADDOCK: He said the voice was unusual, perhaps a speech impediment, and Corey Scherbey
did not have a speech impediment. The taxi driver also said that this male did not appear to be
intoxicated. He said it was something different from intoxication. The taxi driver simply didn't know if it
was Corey Scherbey or not. I'm not sure if he was shown a photograph of Corey by the police. | do
know he was shown photographs of several known prostitutes in the Chilliwack area to see if those
were the women involved, and he could not positively identify them as any of the street workers that
he was familiar with. And as a taxi driver who regularly took fares in downtown Chilliwack, he would
have been familiar with the street workers in that neighborhood. The fact that the taxi driver
remembers this, shows us, with certainty, that there were other people present on the night that
Corey is believed to have died. It suggests that there was comings and goings. There was a woman who
left and another woman who arrived. We don't know who these people are. So, it just supports the
fact that there's something more to this than just a guy dying alone at home of a drug overdose. There
was interaction going on throughout the evening.

VALERIE STOREY: Somebody was there when he died, and somebody else was there after. And because
the bloody footprints were from after the decomposition, somebody'd been through that house. And
the police had used the excuse that the house was locked. But they don't realize that Corey had
remote control garage doors. You can walk out your, uh, landing garage door, press the garage door
open, the door opens. And then as you're going to head out, just push the button and you're running,
you're out. You're out and the house is locked. So, there was different ways of getting in and out. The
police kept saying there wasn't, but there was.

NARRATION: NONE OF THE WITNESS TESTIMONY OR EVIDENCE FROM THE SCENE IS ENOUGH TO
CONVINCE POLICE TO REOPEN THEIR INVESTIGATION. THE FINAL REPORT STATES: “WE HAVE NO
REASON TO BELIEVE THAT ANY OTHER PERSON IS RESPONSIBLE FOR COREY’S DEATH. THERE IS
NOTHING AT THE SCENE THAT WOULD SUGGEST OTHERWISE. THERE WERE NO SIGNS OF STRUGGLE,
NO BLOODLETTING, AND NO TRAUMA OR INJURY TO COREY’S BODY.”

THEN, THREE YEARS AFTER COREY'S DEATH, THE SCHERBEYS RECEIVE AN ANONYMOUS LETTER.

VALERIE STOREY: The letter, when they open up, this is what it said. It said: “Dear Mr. Mrs. Scherbey,
Shakespeare said, hell hath no fury than a woman scorned. That's the kind of homicide it was, a

scorned woman. Those who know...” and it's all capitalized, “know it was, belong to too tight a group
to say a word. | think your son Corey decided too late to back off, and it jeopardized his wellbeing, his



life. Sincerely, a reader of the Chilliwack Times.” The Chilliwack Times is a local newspaper here. And
that was such a shock to us. So, |, you know, like, what?

PAUL HENDERSON: The anonymous letter, it was typewritten and photocopied, | believe. | don't know
what it means, but it sure sounds like somebody is telling the Scherbeys that this was a murder. It's
mysterious. And it's a little, a little bit cryptic. But | mean, it's basically saying that he was messing with
somebody's girlfriend, and he got killed over it. | don't know if that's true. And that's certainly a theory.
And it's certainly a plausible theory in the world we live in. So yeah, seeing that letter really reopened
the case, as a journalist, let's put it that way, that | had closed. | think the letter is credible. And if it's
not credible, it is so despicable of a practical joke that it's hard to fathom. And |, and | don't understand
why anybody would do that to Ed and Gladys. So, it's either irresponsible or despicable, or it's true.

VALERIE STOREY: My thoughts on this letter is, somebody definitely knew something to type up this
letter and mail it to Ed and Gladys, but unfortunately, when we, they took it to the police, the police
didn't take much credence to this letter. In my opinion, there was somebody that knew something
here and wanted to tell Ed and Gladys that they weren't off track when, in their thoughts, that there
was foul play. Their son was murdered.

NARRATION: WITH SO MANY CLUES POINTING TO FOUL PLAY, THE SCHERBEYS HIRE AN INDEPENDENT
EXPERT TO REVIEW THE AUTOPSY RESULTS.

JEREMY MADDOCK: Dr. Christopher Green is a medical doctor and a fellow at the American Academy
of Forensic Sciences. His area of expertise contains a very unique mix of both medical expertise and
also criminology expertise. So, he's been the contractor for various branches of the American
government, including the CIA.

NARRATION: UNLIKE THE ORIGINAL CORONER, DR. GREEN IS INFORMED ABOUT ALL THE
CIRCUMSTANCES SURROUNDING THE INCIDENT, INCLUDING EVIDENCE FOUND AT THE SCENE.

JEREMY MADDOCK: Dr. Green was troubled by the explanation as to the cause of death that the
coroner had reported and that the forensic pathologist had reported. He felt that some of the
suspicious circumstances were not taken into account, particularly the state of decomposition of the
body appeared to be inconsistent with the time of death. There was a metabolite in Corey's liver that
suggested that, sometime prior to his death, he had metabolized some cocaine. There was also alcohol
in his system. However, the toxicology report pointed out that there's often alcohol in a decomposed
body, because the body, as it naturally breaks down, some alcohol is, is produced. So, there was some
alcohol, not independently enough to cause death. There was some metabolite of cocaine possibly
being consumed before death, but significantly, there was no actual cocaine in the liver tissue. There
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was a test of zero for cocaine, suggesting that whatever cocaine he had, had already been metabolized.
Dr. Green did not feel that the levels of alcohol and cocaine metabolite present in Corey Scherbey's
system were sufficient to cause death. One possibility that he could not exclude, and that he concluded
was the most likely cause of death, was some form of suffocation or strangulation. And he based that
on a review of several academic articles where bodies were found in unusually advanced states of
decomposition, and there was evidence of suffocation or starvation of oxygen as a causing, or
contributing, factor to the death. So based on that, and based on what Dr. Green referred to as an
unnatural position in which the body was found, he was of the view that the most likely cause of death
was suffocation.

VALERIE STOREY: | cannot believe the police didn't follow through, and test it and investigate it
thoroughly. That they came to that quick conclusion and stayed to that. That's the baffling thing
because there's so many other scenarios out there. That just doesn't make sense. Did his real estate
investments leave him in a financial bind? Did something happen there that we didn't know about?
And with this letter that was sent to Ed and Gladys, who says those things? That's what's baffling me is
all this stuff keeps on surfacing. Even two years ago, somebody at the courthouse came up to Ed and
said Corey was murdered and gave a name of a person.

NARRATION: OVER THE YEARS ED AND GLADYS CONTINUE TO PRESSURE AUTHORITIES TO REOPEN THE
CASE. FINALLY IN 2018, THEIR EFFORTS ARE REWARDED.

JEREMY MADDOCK: After many, many years of waiting, the Police Complaint Commissioner for the
RCMP came out with a report determining that the Royal Canadian Mounted Police had conducted an
inadequate investigation. It was not a reasonably thorough investigation into this death, and ordered
the Chilliwack RCMP to apologize to the Scherbey family.

NARRATION: AN OFFICIAL INQUEST IS CONVENED IN NOVEMBER OF 2020 AND A JURY HEARS
EVIDENCE AND TESTIMONY IN THE CASE, WITH ONE KEY EXCEPTION.

JEREMY MADDOCK: The real problem with the inquest is, nine years after the fact by the time it
occurred, this was already well into the category of a cold case. The human witnesses who testified
had very limited recollection of what had happened nine years previous. Most of the physical evidence
had been destroyed. So, it was really just a very limited process of reinterviewing the witnesses in front
of the jury and looking at the photographs. Significantly, and very disappointingly to the Scherbey
family, the coroner made a decision that Dr. Green was not qualified to testify, because he's not a
forensic pathologist. He's a medical doctor and a criminologist, but he doesn't examine dead bodies for
a living. And the coroner found that the only experts who should be allowed to testify are people who
examine dead bodies for a living.
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NARRATION: WITHOUT DR. GREEN’S EXPERT TESTIMONY, AND SINCE MOST OF THE PERTINENT
EVIDENCE IN THE CASE WAS NEVER PRESERVED OR PROPERLY ANALYZED, THE INQUEST JURY HAS NO
CHOICE BUT TO FALL BACK ON THE ORIGINAL CONCLUSION OF INVESTIGATORS.

JEREMY MADDOCK: It's unfortunate that it took nine years to get to the point where they would even
have a fact-finding process. And the sad irony is that when that happened, the facts were largely no
longer there to be found. In the end, their verdict was that this was an accidental death caused by
cocaine and alcohol intoxication. And the only recommendation they made is that, in future cases, the
police should collect available evidence at the scene of a death.

NARRATION: WITH NO CHANGE IN THE CAUSE OF DEATH, THE INVESTIGATION REMAINS CLOSED.

JEREMY MADDOCK: Really, the only hope of any breakthrough would be if some human source who
knew something were to come forward and say something.

VALERIE STOREY: Ed and Gladys absolutely believe that somebody murdered their son, and | believe it
was totally foul play. And somebody was there, and something went wrong. Somebody did do
something to Corey that night. The RCMP did not do a thorough investigation. If they did, we would
have had more answers, and maybe not be sitting where we are today.

JEREMY MADDOCK: It's tragic for the Scherbey family because, without knowing what happened to
Corey, it's been difficult for them to move on with their lives. This is a couple who've lived in the
Chilliwack community for many years, hardworking family who deserve to enjoy their retirement but,
as a result of what happened to Corey, they can't. To get something like this off one's mind is virtually
impossible, even for an hour, let alone for a day, or a week.

ED SCHERBEY: You go to bed feeling the same way, and you get up in the morning thinking the same
thing over and over, just like the first day it happened. There's something got to be going on.
Somebody knows something. You know, it's just something missing there. It would feel better if they
catch somebody. Maybe things will change.
